Animals for Clothing?

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Baby harp seals are prized for their soft skin, so they are used to make sealskin coats. In order not to damage the skin by putting a hole in it with a bullet, the seals are not shot with guns but instead are clubbed to death. The hunter knocks the baby seal on the head again and again until it finally bleeds to death, as seen below.








Foxes are caught in steel traps. Sometimes, a desperate fox will try to get out of the trap by eating its leg off in an effort to escape with three legs rather than to die a slow, painful death that can last for hours or even days until the fox finally succumbs.





Chinchillas, like the one seen at left, as well as minks, are kept in cages until they are anally electrocuted with a high-voltage rod that is inserted into their behinds. This keeps the fur from being damaged so that it can be used in the making of fur coats.
